Research Paper APUSH
Prompt: 

A recurring theme in American history is the classic struggle between personal convictions and public opinion. For instance, a personal cause, a political belief, a desire for change, a determination to redress a wrong, or some other personal passion or drive may conflict with the norms of society at the time.

Choose a historical figure or movement in American history since 1877. Did he/she/they stand up for a point of view that went against American opinions at the time? Were his/her/their actions effective at making a change?
Two finished products are required for this project:

1. A typed, double spaced 6 page minimum 8 page maximum, MLA format, research paper (150 Points)
2. A 3-5 minute presentation to the class about your topic (70 Points)
This is a research paper. Not a biography or summary but you are making an argument. You will need to have minimum of 6 quality resources.

1. A least 3 print sources

2. 1 journal source (print or outline)

3. Be careful of online sources: NO Wikipedia or generic encyclopedias (unless for preliminary/brainstorm research)

4. You will be in the library for the duration of the assignment
